Description of Theme and Call for Papers

Analysis of museum education literature reveals a body of research almost entirely focused upon
‘informal’ learning, predominantly in science and children’s museums. To date, few scholars or
museum practitioners have examined ‘formal’ teaching and learning programs which cater for
school subjects other than science. Museum education research would undoubtedly benefit from
an investigation of how (and how effectively) humanities and social sciences-based knowledge is
interpreted, constructed, communicated and engaged with by school-aged visitors working with
museums educators.
In order to redress this imbalance, this special edition of Museum Edu will be dedicated to research
in the pedagogies and praxis of teaching and learning of humanities and social sciences in
museums. Continuing thought needs to be devoted to reflecting upon the pedagogies of live
teaching of these knowledge domains in museum contexts.
We adopt the broad definition of ‘museum’ to include outdoor museums, archaeological sites,
historical monuments, interpretation centres and cultural centres, and invite contributions from
museum educators and other associated professionals and academics who work with and in history,
archaeology and art museums.
We seek substantive and critical evaluations of curriculum-designed programs that are actively
communicated by full-time, part-time, casual or volunteer museum educators (as opposed to
‘informal’, self-guided or teacher-guided learning programs).
We encourage papers that

e Engage with theoretical questions (for example around constructivist learning theory)

e Demonstrate curriculum links to local, state, national and/or international school curricula

e Offer unique perspectives from national and/or institutional contexts but which also look

outwards and seek to draw conclusions which transcend national contexts

e Articulate examples of educator-guided critical inquiry

e Articulate examples of museum educator pedagogies and praxis

o Explore the nexus between school/classroom praxis and learning in the museum context
